Q:  My eprom is a 512 type. Does it matter?


A:   The 256 vs. 512 issue creates a lot of confusion. Basically, the 512 has twice the storage capacity of a 256. However, the code for an FCB-1010 is small enough to fit on a 256, so if a 512 is used, it's just wasted space. The reason Behringer uses a 512 is probably because the V-Amp needs a 512. So, instead of having to buy 256 chips AND 512 chips, they can just buy 512s, and get better quantity discount. It's an economy of scale thing, at least that's my guess.





Q:  What is the difference between V2.4 and V2.4.1b?


A:  None. Some chips from Behringer may only carry the "2.4" nomenclature, but it's essentially an abbreviation of the full code version name.





Q:  My FCB-1010 has V2.3 (or 2.2, 2.1, etc). Do I need to upgrade?


A:  Yes. All F/W prior to the V2.4 release either contain  bugs, or have limited functionality. Upgrade!
